Experience Prayer and Meditation on The Labyrinth

The Labyrinth we will have available is based on the pattern of the famous 

Labyrinth found in the floor of the Cathedral at Chartres (see pattern at left). 

Our program will run continuously, featuring both an educational component, 

for those who want to learn about the Labyrinth, and an opportunity to walk or 

participate in the Labyrinth itself.  

For those with limited mobility, experiencing the Labyrinth does not require 

that one be able to walk.
